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Purpose:  To document that all research team members acknowledge an understanding of the research project being conducted and their specific role in the research, to include responsibilities in the protection of human research subjects. 
Instructions:  Have each research team member “engaged in research activities” review the research protocol, with emphasis on their specific role, and their additional responsibilities listed below.
Responsibilities:  Every member of the research team is responsible for protecting human research subjects.  These members may range from the PI, associate investigators (AI), research assistants, research coordinators, and or other research staff.  Each individual member of the research team has a strict obligation to:
· Comply with all DDEAMC IRB determinations and requirements; 
· Adhere rigorously to the protocol as approved; inform investigators of events or unanticipated problems involving risks to research subjects or others; 
· Oversee the adequacy of the informed consent process, when applicable; and 
· Take whatever measures are necessary to protect the safety and welfare of research subjects.
Research team members at every level are responsible for notifying the DDEAMC IRB promptly of any serious adverse event or issues of noncompliance with applicable regulatory requirements or determinations of the IRB, of which they become aware, whether or not they themselves are involved in the research.
